When your pet goes missing, your window of
o opportunity is small. Bolt out the door to begin

your search before your pet gets too far.

ACT FAST '
About 90% of lost pets are found when their I
owners search within a 2 mile radius for around 1
12 hours after the event. If your pet is micro-
chipped, things will be easier.

LOOK FARTHER AFIELD
They may be picked up & transported to a shelter or
animal hospital. Do a visual check and ask at all
shelters, humane societies, and animal hospitals within
a 10-mile radius.

Hang posters within 10 miles of the area with a
quality photo of your pet, a phone number,
and info about a reward. Leave posters at your
local shelters, animal hospitals, and bark parks.

The internet has dozens of lost and found pet
atabases, message boards, and forums. Both
print and online newspapers run ads for lost
pets. You can also post your lost pet on
Wayside Waifs' website.
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
